VIKPA PROVIDES FINANCIAL SUPPORT TO RENAL FACILITIES

VIKPA has just donated $27,000 to The Greater
Victoria Hospital Foundation (GVHF). This
money has gone towards the recent purchase of
two Stryker beds and two IV infusion pumps.
This equipment will be for use on 1 Royal. The
Strykers are special beds and mattresses for the
use of kidney patients who must lie in bed for
long periods of time. These will assist in pre-
venting bed sores and other related problems.
The IV infusion pumps will be used for kidney
patients who will require intravenous medica-
tions. These pumps can be programmed to meas-
ure the right amount of medication and the

exact amount of time the medication is to be ad-
ministered for each individual patient.

VIKPA has also set aside money to purchase de-
fibrillators for each dialysis unit on the Island.
Weare waiting for Vancouver Island Health Au-
thority to decide which defibrillators would be
best suited for the units.

VIKPA has also set aside money to purchase five
dialysis chairs. Three for Port Alberni and two
for Cumberland.

VIKPA is very proud to be able to purchase these
large pieces of equipment for the kidney patients
on the Island.

VIKPA has changed all the television sets in the
Renal and Hillside Units to one brand from the
former different brands which made it difficult
for the patients. Remotes had to be programmed
for each different make of TV. Now that there is
only one type (Toshiba), it is much easier for the
patients. We sell the remotes for ten dollars and
they then become the responsibility of the pa-
tients. We charge for each remote only because
when we gave them out free of charge too many
became lost and it was costing us too much
money to keep replacing them.
